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K-State releases guidelines for on-farm alternative water sources

A team of Kansas 
State University water-
shed specialists have 
revised a publication 
with tips on how to safe-
guard the state’s water 
resources while pro-
viding grazing animals 
with the water they 
need.

Herschel George, 
who retired in 2020 as 
a K-State watershed 
specialist in southeast 
Kansas, said the pub-
lication, Waterers and 
Watering Systems: A 
Handbook for Livestock 
Producers and Land-
owners, is “designed 
to assist (agricultural) 

producers to see alter-
natives to watering live-
stock from streams, or 
giving them direct ac-
cess to the farm pond.”

“Livestock have 
a major impact on 
the water quality of 
a stream or pond,” 
George said. “By pro-
viding livestock with 
an alternative watering 
tank versus direct ac-
cess to a pond or stream, 
80% of the livestock will 
drink from the tank and 
thus reduce the time 
livestock spend in a ri-
parian area.”

George is a co-editor 
of the publication with 
Carol Baldwin, a range 
specialist in K-State’s 
Agriculture, Natural 

Resources and Commu-
nity Vitality unit. Bald-
win said there are nu-
merous options for sup-
plying water to grazing 
livestock; many of those 
are outlined in the 173-
page publication.

“Whether it’s sim-
ple or complex, a well-
thought-out plan can 
protect Kansas’s water 
resources while provid-
ing the water that an-
imals need,” Baldwin 
said.

George added that 
the ideas and illustra-
tions provided in the 
publication are ap-
plicable for large and 
small producers; and 
cattle, sheep and goat 
producers. He likened 

the publication to hol-
iday-themed catalogs 
from retail merchants 
that were popular in 
the 1980s.

“It’s a book full of new 
ideas that a producer 
can consider to install 

on their own farms,” 
George said. “We hope 
the handbook will in-
spire producers to try 
a different approach to 
providing water to their 
livestock.”

The publication is 

available online from 
the K-State Research 
and Extension book-
store, and may also be 
available at local Ex-
tension offices in Kan-
sas.

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Compared to the last report, demand remains 
slow to moderate for all hay and prices were 
again, mostly steady for all regions. Most of the 
hay that is moving is on previously contracted 
hay. No new crop pricing has been reported so far, 
as folks seem to be trying to figure out what Moth-
er Nature is going to do and what their carryover 
will be. According to the U.S. Drought Monitor 
for March 26th, while much of the region experi-
enced precipitation, including late-season snow, 
there were some targeted areas of expansion of 
abnormal dryness (D0) and moderate drought 
(D1), especially in southern Kansas. According to 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture, topsoil was 
rated 45% very short to short on March 24th. The 
categorical percent area for abnormally dry con-
ditions (D0) decreased to 35%, moderate drought 
(D1) increased to near 27%, severe drought (D2) 
remained just under 2%, and no extreme drought 

(D3) or exceptional drought (D4) was recorded.

The program begins 
at 9 a.m. at Hidden Hill 
Farm in Auburn on 
April 11. A full agenda 
for the two-day event 
can be found online 
from the Kansas Cen-
ter for Agricultural Re-

“We are excited to 
give participants the op-
portunity to learn about 
these watering systems 
in person,” said Dan-
iel Skucius, K-State Re-
search and Extension 
watershed specialist. 
“We understand that 
every livestock opera-
tion is different, so this 
is a great way for pro-
ducers to see the differ-

ent options they have 
for protecting water 
quality on their lands.”

University Extension
Following drought, 

stand damage is read-
ily apparent even on 
well-managed pastures. 
When drought occurs 
during active growth 
of warm-season grass 
pastures, it is almost 
certain that root growth 
will be restricted, in ad-
dition to the more ob-
vious decline in forage 
yield. Extent of stand 
damage due to differ-
ences in soil types, fer-
tility practices, grazing 
management, pasture 
species, and harvest 
management is some-
what easy to determine.

Soil type, fertility, 
grazing management
Pastures on light-

er soils will generally 
show greater damage 
than stands on heavi-
er soils. Pastures with 
lower fertility levels 
that were overgrazed 
will likely have great-
er damage than non-
grazed pastures.

Pasture species
Following drought, 

summer pastures will 
exhibit varying degrees 
of damage. Recent-
ly established stands 
with sparse growth may 
have few plants pres-

ent. Established pas-
tures that were grazed 
for the majority of the 
summer can have mod-
erate to severe degrees 
of damage. This dam-
age will be almost en-
tirely due to stocking 
rate. On the other hand, 
pastures managed sole-
ly for hay production 
should be less damaged 
than grazed pastures. 
This is due to longer 
growth periods during 
the drought that ex-
cluded grazing for sev-
eral months during the 
drought.

Stand damage
Slightly damaged 

stands (greater than 70 
percent stand) can be 
classified as fully func-
tional and should re-
cover quickly with weed 
control, proper fertility, 
and deferred grazing or 
harvest once satisfacto-
ry growing conditions 
return. Stands that are 
damaged (between 40 
percent and 70 percent 
stand) should fully re-
cover with weed con-
trol, proper fertility, 
and deferred grazing 
or harvest. There are 
many tillers and seed 
that will aid in stand re-
covery. If these stands 
remain thin into the 
fall, it may be prefer-

able to overseed with 
an adapted pasture 
legume or winter an-
nual grasses. Severely 
damaged stands (less 
than 40 percent stand) 
are going to require 
an enormous level of 
patience for adequate 
recovery. If stands are 
thin in the fall, it may 
be preferable to over-
seed legumes or winter 
annual grasses.

All perennial grass-
es have growth mech-
anisms that contribute 
to recovery of pre-
viously established 
stands.  Bermudagrass 
is unique in that it has 
stolons, in addition to 
rhizomes.  Although 
most of the above-
ground stolons are like-
ly dead, there are many 
rhizomes below ground 
in the plant crown 
that can produce new 
growth. 

The best approach 
to post-drought pasture 
management is to re-
duce competition and 
focus on moisture con-
servation and use. First 
and most importantly, 
it is necessary that ag-
gressive weed control 
measures are used to 
reduce competition for 
moisture and nutrients.  
This allows the desir-
able plants the best op-
portunity for success-
ful re-establishment of 
rhizomes and stolons in 
bermudagrass pastures 
and rhizomes.  Second-
ly, follow fertilization 
based on a proper soil 
test.  Since our recovery 
approach is to manage 
many of these pastures 
as a “new” seeding, it is 
important that our ini-
tial fertilization focus 
is on adding phospho-
rus (P) to stimulate 
root growth.  Lastly, it 
is important to prepare 
for grazing and harvest 

deferment.  Depending 
on the severity of the 
pasture damage, it may 
be necessary to restrict 
grazing on some of 
these pastures for lon-
ger than three months.

Approach for 
post-drought pasture 

management
Many pastures ap-

pear as if there is no 
hope for reasonable re-
covery when conditions 
return to normal.  The 
restricted root growth 
is more of a concern 
during and immediate-
ly following drought 
since these are the 
structures responsible 
for extracting moisture 
and nutrients from the 
soil.  It is critical to 
focus on management 
practices that enhance 

root regrowth in order 
to facilitate pasture re-
covery.

Once favorable grow-
ing conditions return, 
there will remain lin-
gering effects related 
to growth and competi-
tion.  Without a doubt, 
there will be increased 
weed competition and 
pressure from both 
grassy and broadleaf 
weeds.  Pasture growth 
will be slower, espe-
cially in overgrazed 
pastures due not only to 
weed competition, but 
also reduced energy 
reserves that promote 
early, vigorous spring 
growth.  Even with 
substantial rainfall, 
recovery of warm-sea-
son grass pastures is

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• Cont. from page 15
difficult to predict.  
Any pasture growth 
response to a manage-
ment practice is going 
to be almost entirely 
dependent on available 
moisture.

The key to success-

ful pasture recovery 
following a drought 
is patience.  The best 
approach to managing 
pastures that were over-
grazed due the drought 
is to manage them as 
new plantings.  This in-
cludes aggressive weed 

control, fertility based 
on a proper soil test, 
and grazing deferment.  
The obvious question 
is, if I can manage only 
one practice, which one 
do I choose?  The an-
swer to this question is 
weed control.  However, 
it is important to rec-
ognize that additional 
fertility coupled with 
deferred harvest will 
result in more rapid 
recovery than a single 
management practice 
alone.

Weed control as a 
tool for post-drought 

recovery
Even though weed 

control is most import-
ant, it should not be 
made complicated by 
the number of commer-
cially available pasture 
herbicides and pre-
mixes.  The key to suc-
cessful weed control is 
timeliness.  From a for-
age production stand-
point, it is best to spray 
a single time at an ear-
lier date with a lower 
rate of herbicide, rath-
er than too late with 
an increased herbicide 
rate.

The best control 
method for broadleaf 
weeds is with time-
ly post-emergent her-
bicide application of 
products such as 2,4-D, 
dicamba, or other pre-
mixed pasture herbi-
cides that contain these 
products.  For pastures 
with perennial, prob-
lematic, or noxious 
weeds, a premix with 
additional herbicide 
active ingredients and 
a broader level of weed 
control may be neces-
sary.  Herbicides with 
broad spectrum control 
should be applied early 
when weeds are small.  
This reduces weed 
growth and competition 
and more importantly, 
conserves moisture for 
forage grass growth.

Fertilization as a 
tool for post drought-re-
covery

Plant fertility needs 
should be given spe-
cial consideration in 
drought-damaged pas-
tures. Since many of 
these pastures were 
grazed repeatedly, it is 
likely that root growth 
will be restricted to 
the top few inches of 
soil. It is important that 
these pastures have a 
strong root system to 
speed the recovery of 
drought-damaged pas-
tures.

NCGA leader warns International 
Trade Commission against placing 
duties on imports of key herbicide

Saying growers 
need reliable access 
to essential farming 
tools, the National 
Corn Growers Associa-
tion (NCGA) president 
Harold Wolle warned 
the U.S. Internation-
al Trade Commission 
today of the conse-
quences for America’s 
farmers if the agency 
grants a petition to levy 
tariffs on imported 2,4-
D, an often-used herbi-
cide that has been on 
the market for decades.

“The scenario under 
consideration has the 
potential to limit im-
ports of an important 
product, raise its price, 
and create a supply 
shortage, all while rais-
ing the cost of produc-
tion in an already tight 
market,” Wolle said. 
“Farmers are price tak-
ers, not makers in sell-
ing our commodities, 
and closely managing 
our production costs is 
crucial to our success. 
Thus, tariffs on these 
products would create 
an even more difficult 
economic scenario for 
me, my family, and the 
farmers I represent.”

Wolle’s testimony 
comes after Corteva 
Inc. filed antidump-

ing and countervailing 
duty petitions with the 
ITC on March 14 over 
India and China’s trade 
practices involving the 
herbicide.

Herbicides are one 
of the most significant 
inputs for raising crops, 
and 2,4-D-based prod-
ucts are widely used 
herbicides for corn and 
soybeans.

NCGA, citing data 
showing that the bulk of 
imported 2,4-D comes 
from Asia, said the du-
ties on these products 
could place a hardship 
on America’s growers 
who may struggle to 
gain access to the her-
bicide or see prices for 
the product become vir-
tually unaffordable.

The petition couldn’t 
come at a worse time, 
Wolle noted, as the 
price of corn has de-
clined by more than 
40% over the last two 
years, and the average 
cost of producing corn 
was higher than the av-
erage selling price of 
corn in 2023.

Farmers are expect-
ing that margin of loss 
to be even worse in 
2024 – even before tak-
ing this new trade case 
into account.

NCGA noted compa-
nies like Corteva Inc. 
provide valuable inno-
vations to farmers but 
that it is important that 
growers have access to 
imported products as 
well.  

“We are thankful 
companies like Corteva 
have invested in new 
technologies, including 
seed traits and herbi-
cides, that allow us to 
continue producing 
more effectively and 
efficiently every year,” 
said Wolle. “However, 
farmers simply cannot 
rely upon a sole sup-
plier for nearly all of 
our 2,4-D needs. That 
will undoubtedly lead 
to shortages and delays 
in an industry that must 
have timely delivery.”

Within the next 45 
days, the ITC will de-
termine if there is a 
reasonable indication 
that the imports are in-
juring or threatening to 
injure the U.S. indus-
try. If the ITC finds that 
this standard is met, 
the cases will move 
to the Department of 
Commerce, which will 
calculate the prelimi-
nary anti-dumping and 
countervailing duty 
margins.

BUILDINGS / BLDG MTLS.
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The Road to Silkville 
doesn’t pass through 
exotic ancient cities 
like Alleppo, Bagh-
dad, Tehran, and Pe-
king, like the world 
renowned “Silk Road” 
that connected the Far 
East to Western Europe 
for 1500 years.  I would 
allow that parts of Law-
rence, Kansas are pret-
ty exotic compared to 
most places I’ve seen 
in my day, but the rest 
of the trek is pretty 
common heading down 
US-59 to catch I-35 over 
to Williamsburg.

Silkville Ranch was 
established in 1868 on 
land purchased from 
the Methodist Epis-
copal Church and the 
Kansas Educational 
Association, consisting 
of 3600 acres of Kan-
sas prairie just south-
west of Williamsburg.  
The buyers were four 
men who shared a 

philosophical ideology 
known as Fourierism, a 
form of utopian social-
ism, which they were 
anxious to establish in 
a communal environ-
ment, far away from the 
reaches of Napoleon III 
back in Ernest DeBois-
ierre’s native France, 
which he fled to avoid 
prosecution by the Em-
peror for his beliefs.

Initially, arriving 
in New Orleans, the 
Frenchman established 
some business inter-
ests and as he met the 
three other gentlemen, 
the plan was hatched.  
Once the property was 
secured, the buildings 
up and things ready 
to go, Ernest travelled 
back to France just 
long enough to recruit 
like-minded, willing im-
migrants to come work 
the farm and share in 
his utopian settlement, 
for the small sum of 

$100 each.
One of the stone 

buildings which still 
stands was the desig-
nated home for the 
worms.  Silkworms, that 
is!  

Thus “Silkville” was 
the designated name 
for the settlement, 
which boasted a 60-
room “Chateau” com-
plete with quite a large 
library, where the 40 in-
coming workers would 
live, though it was esti-
mated up to 100 could be 
housed there.   DeBois-
ierre (“debwasyeah”) 
brought in and planted 
8,000 mulberry trees (to 
feed the worms), 2,000 
peach trees, a thou-
sand grape vines, built 
a winery, and eventual-
ly added a three story 
dairy, producing butter 
and cheese for the com-
mercial market.  

The compound also 
boasted an ice house, 
a blacksmith shop, sta-
ble and other barns, 
a church, and a stone 
school house which 
can still be seen on 
old US-50 at Arkansas 
Road.

But we didn’t trav-
el the road to Silkville 
to get silk, cheese, or 
wine.  We came for the 
cattle.  Specifically, 
some fancy Red Angus 

replacement quality 
heifers raised on the 
Silkville Ranch, now 
owned and operated by 
Bichelmeyer Land and 
Cattle Company.  

We’ve done busi-
ness with Bichelmeyer 
Meats out of Kansas 
City for decades.  Their 
reputation is second 
to none, and their wel-
coming, down-home at-
titude makes you feel 
comfortable right off 
the bat.  But ten years 
or more ago my neigh-
bor brought in some 
fine commercial Angus 
cows he had purchased 
from the Bichelmeyers.  
They caught my atten-
tion.

The Bichelmeyer 
name today commands 
as much respect in 
the commercial cow 
business as it does in 
the multi-generation-
al meat business.  Joe 
and his team have a 
unique perspective on 
the beef industry, with 
a “fully integrated” ap-
proach, participating 
from cow/calf produc-
tion, through the grow-
ing and finishing phase. 
and finally to the har-
vested end product in 
the case.  Not only is the 
knowledge and quality 

of the product evident, 
Joe is always willing to 
show his business and 
explain each step to 
anyone interested, and 
has hosted countless 
tours of the meat plant.  

As we were visiting 
around the back of the 
stock trailer once the 
last load was aboard 
and business was con-
cluded, the biting Kan-
sas March wind was ar-
guing with our comfort 
level.  As we huddled 
up against the trail-
er just a few minutes 
spent with introduc-
tions of new faces and 
the smiles and hand-
shakes of familiar ones 
led to a brief conversa-
tion about this column, 
which is always quite 
humbling to me.  Joe 
threw a challenge at me 
to research the history 
of the ranch, so, Joe, 
consider that challenge 
met!

The utopian commu-
nal experiment by Mon-
sieur DeBoisierre ulti-
mately failed as many of 
the residents realized 
they could have bought 
their own land with that 
$100, others lost inter-
est in the communal 
lifestyle and decided 
to spend their labors 

building something 
for themselves, and al-
though Ernest’s silk was 
lauded back east for 
its quality, there were 
cheaper sources.  Fire 
partially destroyed the 
Chateau, and finally 
the Frenchman moved 
back to France, sign-
ing the ranch over to 
the Odd Fellows, who 
employed the rebuilt 
house as an orphan-
age for several years.  
While the original 
Silkville farm project 
is no more, the brand 
has been revived and 
is stronger than ever.  
Lowell and Theresa 
now reside in the main 
house managing the day 
to day operations, and 
were busily tending to 
calving chores, so I only 
got a short greeting by 
them upon arrival on 
this trip as they were on 
their way. 

This wasn’t the first 
cattle purchase we’ve 
made at Silkville, so 
you can say we are re-
peat customers, and I 
have no doubt we will 
return in the future.

Beef and pork exports brought significant 
returns to corn and soybean producers in 2023

Beef and pork ex-
ports of $18.1 billion in 
2023 had a significant 
impact on the corn and 
soybean industries, ac-
cording to an indepen-
dent study conducted 
by The Juday Group 
and released by the 
U.S. Meat Export Fed-
eration (USMEF). The 
study quantified the re-
turns that beef and pork 
exports brought to corn 
and soybean produc-
ers nationally and on a 
state-by-state level for 
leading corn and soy-
bean-producing states.

Nationally, U.S. pork 
and beef exports con-
tributed an estimated 
total economic impact 
of 14.6% per bushel to 
the value of corn and 
13.9% per bushel to soy-
beans in 2023, accord-
ing to the study.

“We’ve been charting 
the impact of red meat 
exports on corn and 
soybean value since 
2016. Despite the inter-
national headwinds the 
red meat industry faced 
in 2023, red meat ex-
ports contributed sub-
stantially to the bushel 
values of U.S. corn and 
soybeans,” says Dave 
Juday of The Juday 
Group.

The quality of U.S. 
corn and soybeans as 
feed inputs is a key dif-
ferentiator for U.S. red 
meat in international 
markets, says USMEF 
Chair Randy Spronk, a 
pork and grain produc-
er from Edgerton, Minn.

“Our production 
practices and the qual-
ity of our feed inputs 
is an important part of 
the story that USMEF 
promotes to interna-
tional customers,” says 
Spronk. “How we raise 
our soybeans, how we 
raise our corn, how 
we process our feed 
and the efficiencies we 
strive for ‒ those are 
sustainable practices 
that help differentiate 
us from other beef and 
pork exporters.”

Key findings from the 
study, which utilized 
2023 statistics provid-
ed by USDA’s Nation-
al Agricultural Statis-
tics Service and data 
compiled by The Juday 
Group, include:

Exporting corn 
through U.S. beef and 
pork

•	 Beef and pork 
exports accounted for 
512.7 million bushels of 
U.S. corn usage, which 
equated to a market 
value of $3.05 billion 
(at an average 2023 corn 
price of $5.95 per bush-
el).

• Beef and pork ex-
ports accounted for 3.07 
million tons of DDGS 
usage, equating to 
$671.62 million (at an 
average price of $219 
per ton).

• Beef and pork ex-
ports contributed an es-
timated total econom-
ic impact of 14.6%, or 
$0.87, of bushel value 
at an average price of 
$5.95 per bushel.

Exporting soybeans 
through U.S. pork

• Pork exports ac-
counted for 96.8 million 
bushels of U.S. soybean 
usage, which equated to 
a market value of $1.36 
billion (at an average 
price of $14.07 per bush-
el).

• Pork exports con-
tributed an estimat-
ed total economic im-
pact of 13.9% of bushel 
value, or $1.95, at an 
average price of $14.07 
per bushel.

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Uneven 
emergence 
in corn crop 
can make 
for tough 
management 
decisions

Despite our best ef-
forts – and often be-
cause of factors outside 
our control – emergence 
issues occasionally 
arise in our corn crop. 
Sometimes the issue is 
bad enough over a large 
enough area our deci-
sion to replant is sim-
ple. At other times, it 
can be a tough call.

A study by research-
ers from Wisconsin and 
Illinois dives deep into 
some of the factors af-
fecting emergence look-
ing at yield loss, stand 
loss, and the relative 
yield contribution pro-
vided by delayed plants 
in a complex plot de-
sign. Two different hy-
brids (fixed and flex) 
were planted at differ-
ing planting dates and 
delayed emergence lev-
els of 25, 50, and 75. 

As one would expect, 
the results are complex, 
but provide a nice look 
at what can be expected 
when planting is either 
delayed or emergence 
is uneven. For example, 
the study showed if 25 
percent of the plants in 
the field emerged three 
weeks late, yields were 
about 90 percent of the 
maximum plot yield 
– and the exact same 
yield as was attained 
with 25 percent of the 
plants were missing and 
never did come up. This 
suggests that the contri-
bution from late-emerg-
ing plants doesn’t affect 
yield much one way or 
the other.

Another interesting 
facet of the study com-
pared even emergence 
at three different plant-
ing dates (one and a half 
weeks between plant-
ings), with the optimum 
planting date yielding 
five percent more than 
planting a week and a 
half later and an over 
ten percent yield drag 
when planting three 
weeks later. Interesting-
ly, a week and a half 
delay even with varying 
degrees of stand loss 
didn’t fare a lot worse, 
with yield losses of six 
to nine percent at vary-
ing degrees of delayed 
planting. 

The bottom line: 
sometimes things go 
awry, and we get to 
make a stand evaluation 
to determine whether 
to keep it or start over. 
If emergence delays 
are the issue, a delay of 
even up to a couple of 
weeks may not mean too 
much. Let’s just hope it 
doesn’t become an issue 
at all…

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Tractor safety classes offered by K-State Research and Extension Districts for 2024
This summer, thou-

sands of Kansas teen-
agers will begin their 
first job working for a 
farmer or rancher.  For 
those that are ages 14 
or 15, they must com-
plete a tractor safety 
course in order to be 
legally employed. A 
thirteen-year-old may 
enroll in the training 
if turning 14 before the 
next year’s class is of-
fered, but the certifi-
cate will not be issued 
until their fourteenth 
birthday.

To help prepare 
some of those youth 
for the upcoming work 
season, several K-State 
Research and Exten-
sion Districts are col-
laborating and will be 
hosting four in-person 
tractor safety classes 
scheduled for Satur-
days, April 20 (Beloit), 
April 27 (Washington), 
May 4 (Great Bend) and 
May 23 (Salina).  

This course will 
meet the requirements 
of the U.S. Department 
of Labor’s Hazardous 

Occupations Order for 
Agriculture (HOOA). 
The HOOA regulations 
state that youth 14 and 
15 years of age, who 
wish to work as a hired 
employee for someone 
other than a parent 
or legal guardian and 
operate a farm tractor 
that is 20 HP or greater, 
must successfully pass 
a tractor safety training 
program. 

The cost of the pro-
gram is $15 to cover the 
cost of materials for the 
course.  Those want-

ing to enroll simply 
go online at https://bit.
ly/2024-tractor-safety 
and complete the regis-
tration at least five days 
prior to the scheduled 
course.  The book for 
the course is available 
at your local Extension 
District office and will 
need to be purchased 
prior to the first class 
as participants are en-
couraged to go through 
the “safety activity 
sheets” at the end of 
each chapter prior to 
Saturday’s session.

Use the five-point check to determine 
need for deworming in sheep and goats

Spring is here and 
with it comes warm 
weather and (hopeful-
ly) rain, making the 
perfect combination 
for parasites to grow 
and thrive. This can 
make spring and sum-
mer a more challenging 
time for goat and sheep 
producers to control 
internal parasites in 
their herds. As we start 
to wean spring kids 
and lambs it is a good 
opportunity to take a 
closer look at them and 
their mothers to treat 
any that show signs of 
internal parasites.  

When treating sheep 
and goats for internal 
parasites it is recom-
mended to only treat 
animals that are show-
ing signs of internal 
parasites to help slow 
down parasites build-
ing resistance to de-
wormers. A common 
method of determin-
ing if small ruminants 
need to be dewormed 
is using the five-point 
check in combination 
with Famancha scor-
ing. Famancha scoring 
is a system that looks 
for signs of barber pole 
worms by looking at 
the color of the lower, 
inner eyelid and grad-
ing this color on a scale 
of 1-5 with 1 being ideal 
(eyelid color is red) and 
5 being severe (eyelid 
color is white). If the 
animal has a Faman-
cha score of 4 or above 
(eyelid color is light 
pink to white) it needs 
to be treated for bar-
ber pole worms. The 
five-point check meth-
od includes evaluating 
the five areas of listed 
below. 

Jaw – “Bottle jaw” 
is a symptom of bar-
ber pole worms. Not 
to be confused with a 
milk goiter, bottle jaw 
is buildup of fluid right 
under the jaw. Small 
ruminants that have 
bottle jaw should al-
ways be dewormed.

Back – Goats and 
sheep that have a body 
condition score of two 
or less should be de-
wormed especially if 
they have lost weight 
or the color of their 
eyelid is light pink or 
white. Body condition 
is a scoring system that 
evaluates the amount 
of fat cover over the 
back, between the back 
of the rib change and 
hips. It is scored on 
a scale of 1 to 4, with 
1 being skinny and 4 
being obese.  

Hair Coat – If sheep 
are losing wool or goats 
have a coarse, dull hair 
coat, these can be signs 
of internal parasites 
inhibiting nutrient ab-
sorption.   

Tail – Look at the tail 
to see if the animal has 
or has recently had di-
arrhea. Many parasites 
can cause diarrhea.

Nose – A snotty nose 
can be a sign of nasal 
bots. Nasal bots are 
caused by a fly that lays 
eggs in the nasal pas-
sage. 

Only small rumi-
nants that show signs 
of internal parasites by 
Famancha score and 
the five-point check 

should be treated for 
internal parasites. 
Different kinds of de-
wormers treat differ-
ent parasites, be sure 
to use a dewormer 
that is labeled to treat 
the type(s) of parasite 
the animal is showing 
signs of having. To ef-
fectively treat animals 
and help slow parasite 
resistance, make sure 
to follow the dosage in-
structions on the label.

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Selecting a replacement female for the herd

Working in agriculture often involves a series of decisions, including 
which crops should be planted in a rotation, what inputs are most econom-
ical, and – in the case of rebuilding the cow herd – should replacement fe-
males that were born to first-calf heifers be retained?

This was the question that the Kansas State University Beef Cattle Insti-
tute experts addressed on a recent Cattle Chat podcast episode.

“There are a lot of factors that go into that decision as to whether or not 
keeping heifers born to heifers is a good idea, and it depends on the goal of 
the breeding program,” said K-State veterinarian Brad White.

White said with proper planning, beef producers can make retaining heif-
ers born to heifers work for a herd. He said that if producers plan to do that, 
they need to plan and select sires that are adequate for calving ease but also 
offer maternal traits that are beneficial.

“I like to keep heifers born to first-calf heifers if they are born early in the 
breeding season and they are born to a mating that was genetically planned 
to create replacement females,” White said.

K-State veterinarian Bob Larson agreed, adding, “There are some AI (arti-
ficial insemination) sires that have good maternal traits while being adequate 
for calving ease that can make females worth considering as replacements.”

K-State nutritionist Phillip Lancaster sees one other genetic advantage of 
keeping replacement females born to first-calf heifers.

“I am going to boost the genetic progress of the herd overall much quicker 
by keeping the daughters of the youngest females in the herd,” Lancaster 
said.

However, Lancaster also said that it is important to look at the perfor-
mance of the cow family that these potential replacement heifers are born 
from when making this decision.

“Take a look at the records and if that heifer is born to a proven cow line 
in terms of longevity and reproductive performance, that will help you make 
the decision about keeping the heifer calf that was born from a heifer in the 
herd,” Lancaster said.

Another factor to consider is the frame size of the replacement female 
being considered, said K-State veterinarian Brian Lubbers. The size concern 
relates to the pelvic size of the calf when she matures and is bred to calve 
her first calf.

“Some daughters born to calving ease sires may be predisposed to future 
calving difficulty due to their smaller frame size,” Larson said.

Lubbers also said the timing of when they were born as compared to the 
rest of the herd is something that should factor into the decision of keeping 
or selling that heifer calf.

“If the heifer calf was born late in the breeding season and she is small 
framed, then I would recommend producers do not retain them in the herd.”

• Addressing OB-
GYN/high-risk pregnan-
cy provider shortages.

• Grant writing and 
facilitation resources.

to live, work and enjoy 
life,” said Tammy Pe-
terman, MS, RN, FAAN, 
president of the health 
system’s Kansas City 
Division. “We are excit-
ed to collaborate with 
K-State and its Exten-
sion offices to address 
identified health chal-
lenges, as well as con-
tinue to learn and part-
ner with rural health 
care providers on new 
solutions to emerging 
challenges.”

The program will

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We had a wild week.  
Gold made new all-time 
highs every day and the 
silver market finished

Cattle got punished 
this week by the Bird 
Flu, or at least that is 
the best reason we can 
come up with for the 
lower cash cattle trade.  
The futures markets 
definitely think the 
cash market is heading 
lower because the front 
months of both the live 
cattle and feeder cattle 
futures are at a very 
large discounts to the 
current cash markets.  
Cash trade ranged 
from $184 to $187 and 
the feeder index is at 
$248.97.  A lot of times 
the futures are right, 
and we are going to find 
out pretty quickly be-
cause we are entering 
the delivery period for 
the April live cattle and 
we aren’t that far away 
from the expiration of 
the April feeders.

Grain markets re-
main mostly choppy.  
The corn market was 
unable to hold gains 
posted after the lower 
than expected acreage 
estimate.  It is inter-
esting to note that the 
50-day moving average 
is playing a role as both 
support and resistance 
in the corn, wheat, and 
soybeans, so pay atten-

tion to that moving av-
erage for directional 
cues as we move into 
spring and our next po-
tential weather rally.  

December corn is 
currently in a positive 
mode.  Old crop export 
sales have been good 
and the lower acreage 
figure is still a sup-
portive factor that will 
remain in the back of 
traders’ minds.  Taking 
out the post-report high 
of $4.81 will allow the 
market to test the $5.00 
area.  Right now it is 
hard to expect much 
more out of the market 
unless we have a weath-
er story or much better 
export sales.

Wheat conditions are 
good and we already 
have too much wheat, 
which is a bad combi-
nation.  Wheat techni-
cals are improving, but 
the fundamentals are 
not, so be careful chas-
ing wheat rallies and 
hoping for much more 
than $6.00.  We just have 
to see a shift in funda-
mentals to get a sus-
tained rally.
